Tu B'Shevat, the 15th of Shevat, is the New Year for trees. On this day, it is 
customary to eat from the seven species for which the land of Israel is praised: 
"...a land of wheat and barley and (grape) vines and fig trees and 
pomegranates, a land of olive trees and (date) honey." (Deuteronomy 8) Tu 
B'Shevat is the day when new sap starts to rise in the tree, when new life is 
starting to emerge. Even though we are still in the middle of winter and all 
looks bleak, cold and lifeless, Tu B'Shevat comes - a day of new life with the 
promise of rejuvenation.

The next NCRT Book Club meeting will take place on February 22, 2010 at 10 AM at the 
Temple.! The book to be discussed is The Septembers of Shiraz by Dalia Sofer, available in 
paperback and in your local libraries.

Dalia Sofer's enlightening debut opens with the 1991 arrest of Isaac Amin, a 
Jewish!businessman in Iran, accused of being a!Zionist spy.! His arrest!was not unexpected.! 
Isaac has seen neighbors and family members disappear and knows the!remnants of the Shah's 
entourage -!businessmen and communist rebels alike - are seen as enemies of the 
Revolutionary Guards.! Dalia Sofer illuminates the horrific details of Isaac's months in prison 
and deftly captures how that experience affects the rest of his !family - his wife, Farnaz, and 
daughter, Shirin, at home, and his son, Paviz, in New York.

When she herself dies, the boy, newly-named Schlomo, is adopted by other kind-
hearted, well-meaning people in Israel, he struggles with his own identity in the midst of his 
good fortune. His emotional struggles to come to terms with his new country and a new
